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RG’s project to create a network of bike-pedestrian trails throughout
the Rappahannock valley has taken major steps forward with the
creation of the Spotsylvania Greenways Initiative (SGI). SGI is the
first of the citizen groups that will work closely with their local
governments to design and build the trails network.

Under the dynamic leadership of Chris Folger, and a board of
citizens representing such interests as the YMCA, National Parks
Service, George Washington Regional Commission, Spotsylvania
Government and Schools, Luck Development Partners (owners of
the land the first trail will be built on) and of course the Sierra Club,
SGI is moving through the permitting process, and we’re planning a
kick-off event in late September.

In addition to working on the trail, SGI is partnering with
Spotsylvania Planning Dept. to develop a County-wide trails plan to
be included in their Comprehensive Plan, and coordinating closely
with the East Coast Greenway and the Potomac Heritage Trail, to
ensure that all the planned corridors connect seamlessly.

Within a decade it’s expected that there will be trails from the
mountains to the bay, and from Maine to Florida. You’ll be able to
ride your bike or walk wherever you want to go, enjoying not only
the beautiful scenery and peaceful sounds of nature with friends and
family, but be healthier and happier too.

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On Tuesday, August 4th , | had the pleasure of
attending the groundbreaking of the NEW
GREEN POWER PLANT IN King George
County. This state of the art Power plant, owned
and operated by Waste Management, will be the
largest landfill gas- to-energy plant(LFGTE) in
The State of Virginia.

The methane gas will be piped into three turbine
engines which will create electricity, to be sold
to energy providers along the East Coast. This
plant will generate about 9.8 megawatts of
electricity-enough to power about 10,000 homes.

Note: The King George plant is the sixth LFGTE
plant constructed by Waste Management in
Virginia.

However, atmospheric mercury
alone does not explain contamination in fish in
our nation’s streams.”
